1. Foodstuff: Both exports and imports turn upward

@ In 2013, Foodstuff exports increased 23% to ¥440 billion. Exports to ASEAN grew 28% to ¥81
billion and exports to China rose 22% to ¥36 billion. Also, exports to the U.S. went up 18% to
¥66 billion.

@ Foodstuff imports went up 10% to ¥6.5 trillion. Imports of Cereals, Cereal Preparation grew
19% to ¥980 billion (down 0.1% to 26 million tons). Among these, imports from the U.S. went
down 11% to ¥390 billion. Imports of Meat & Meat Preparation increased 10% to ¥1.2 trillion
(down 0.8% to 2.5 million tons). Imports of Fish & Fish Preparation increased 4% to ¥1.5 trillion
(down 6% to 2.1 million tons) and Imports of Shrimps, Prawns, Lobsters, one of the major items
among Fish & Fish Preparation, went up 23% to ¥220 billion (down 6% to 190,000 tons). Also,
imports of Vegetables rose 15% to ¥480 billion (down 6% to 2.9 million tons) and imports of
Fruits grew 13% to ¥450 billion (down 7% to 2.6 million tons).

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2. Wood: Imports turn upward

@ In 2013, Wood imports turned to a growth, rising 42% to ¥460 billion as housing starts not only
continued increasing for the fourth consecutive year but also for the first time in five years rose
sharply. Imports of Lumber, which accounted for three quarters of the total, rose 46% to ¥350
billion. Also, imports of Logs, which accounted for around 20% of the total, went up 34% to
¥100 billion (up 2% to 4.4 million cubic meters).

@ Imports of Wood from Canada grew 37% to ¥120 billion and imports of Wood from the U.S.
rose 54% to ¥84 billion in North America. Also, imports of Wood from Russia went up 35% to
¥49 billion. Imports of Wood from the EU increased 78% to ¥120 billion with increased imports
from Finland (up 87% to ¥36 billion), Sweden (up 56% to ¥31 billion), and Austria (doubled to
¥16 billion). Imports of Wood from Asia rose 14% to ¥61 billion with increased imports from
China (up 18% to ¥28 billion) and Malaysia (up 2% to ¥17 billion). Imports of Wood from New
Zealand rose 6% to ¥11 billion and imports of Wood from Chile went up 14% to ¥8 billion.

KiEE up sharply for LNG

@ In 2013, Mineral Fuels exports turned to an increase, growing 50% to ¥1.5 trillion as exports of
Petroleum Products (Gas Oil, Kerosene, and Petroleum Spirits) went up 52% to ¥1.5 trillion.

@ Mineral Fuels imports went up for the fourth consecutive year, rising 14% to ¥27.4 trillion reflecting
the depreciation of the yen. Imports of Petroleum, which accounted for around 50% of the total and
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is the largest import item of all, grew 16% to ¥14.2 trillion (down 0.6% to 210 million kiloliters). CIF
(cost, insurance, and freight) prices turned to a decline, falling 5% to $108.8. Imports of LNG, which
accounted for a quarter of the total, rose 18% to ¥7.1 trillion (up 0.2% to 87 million tons) breaking
the highest record on both a volume and value basis. Imports of Petroleum Products went up 10%
to ¥2.7 trilion. Among these, imports of Petroleum Spirits, which accounted for around 70% of the
total, grew 20% to ¥1.8 trillion (up 0.7% to 28 million kiloliters). Imports of LPG grew 5% to ¥1.1
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trillion (down 8% to 12 million kiloliters). Imports of Coal dropped 0.9% to ¥2.3 trilion as the price
fell despite a volume increase (up 4% to 190 million tons). Among these, imports of Coking Coal for
thermal power generation purposes grew 2% to ¥1.2 trillion (up 1% to 110 million tons).
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4. Chemicals: Both exports and imports turn upward

@ In 2013, Chemicals exports turned to a growth, rising 18% to ¥7.5 trillion. Exports of Organic
Chemicals increased 39% to ¥2.5 trillion and exports of Plastic Materials grew 11% to ¥2.3
trillion. Exports of Medical Products turned to an increase, growing 12% to ¥360 billion. By area
and country, exports to Asia, which accounted for three quarters of the total, turned to a growth,
rising 19% to ¥5.7 trillion with increased exports to China (up 28% to ¥2.1 trillion). Exports to the
U.S. also turned to an increase, growing 21% to ¥720 billion.

@ Chemicals imports turned to an increase, growing 9% to ¥6.5 trillion. Imports of Organic
Chemicals turned to a growth, going up 9% to ¥1.5 trillion and imports of Medical Products
increased for the thirteenth consecutive year, rising 10% to ¥2.1 trilion. By area and country,
imports from China turned to a growth, rising 11% to ¥910 billion. Imports from the EU rose 9%
to ¥2.2 trillion and imports from the U.S. went up 7% to ¥1.1 trillion.
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5. Iron & Steel Products: Exports up, imports slightly down

@ In 2013, world crude steel production grew 4% to 1.6 billion tons, breaking the highest record as
production in Asia including China compensated for the decline in the U.S. and Europe. Japan's
domestic crude steel production grew for the first time in three years, growing 3% to 110 million
tons.

@ Iron & Steel Products exports turned to an increase, rising 9% to ¥3.8 trillion (up 2% to 43 million
tons). By area and country, exports to Asia grew 9% to ¥2.8 trillion (up 3% to 34 million tons) as
exports to China went up 7% to ¥580 billion (flat from a year earlier at 6.0 million tons). However,
exports to the U.S. turned to a decline, falling 0.2% to ¥250 billion (down 4% to 2.3 million tons).

@ Iron & Steel Products imports went down 1% to ¥800 billion (down 5% to 7.3 million tons). By
area and country, imports from Asia fell 4% to ¥560 billion (down 5% to 6.1 million tons) with
declined imports from China (down 10% to ¥160 billion).
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6. Textile Yarn, Fabrics and Clothing & Accessories: Textile Yarn, Fabrics exports and
imports both up; Clothing & Accessories imports up for third consecutive year

@ In 2013, exports of Textile Yarn, Fabrics turned to an increase, growing 7% to ¥660 billion.
Exports to Asia, which accounted for nearly 80% of the total, went up 5% to ¥500 billion.
However, exports to China, which accounted for around 50% of the total exports to Asia, fell 0.6%
to ¥240 billion. Exports to the EU grew 17% to ¥59 billion and exports to the U.S. increased 9%

to ¥44 billion.

@ Imports of Textile Yarn, Fabrics turned to a growth, increasing 19% to ¥850 bilion. Imports from
Asia, which accounted for nearly 90% of the total, went up 19% to ¥750 billion. Imports from China,
which accounted for nearly 70% of the total imports from Asia, increased 18% to ¥490 billion.

@ Imports of Clothing & Accessories increased for the third consecutive year, rising 21% to ¥3.2
trillion. By area and country, imports from Asia, which accounted for over 90% of the total, went
up 21% to ¥3.0 trillion. Imports from China, which accounted for nearly 80% of the total imports
from Asia, turned to an increase, growing 17% to ¥2.4 trillion. Imports from the EU grew 25% to

¥150 billion.
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7. Computers & Units and Parts of Computer: Computers
& Units imports up for fourth consecutive year; Parts
of Computer exports and imports both turn upward

@ In 2013, exports of Parts of Computer turned to an increase, growing 14% to ¥1.2 trillion. Exports to Asia
grew 22% to ¥560 billion as exports to China (up 38% to ¥260 billion) increased. Exports of Computers &
Units turned to a growth, rising 7% to ¥360 billion. Exports to the U.S. (up 5% to ¥120 billion) and the EU
(up 13% to ¥120 billion) both increased. Exports to Asia increased, although exports to China went down.

@ Imports of Computers & Units rose four years in a row, growing 17% to ¥1.9 trilion. Imports from Asia
went up 18% to ¥1.8 trillion with increased imports from China (up 22% to ¥1.5 trillion). Also imports from
the U.S and the EU both went up. Imports of Parts of Computer turned to an increase, rising 15% to
¥490 billion. Imports from Asia went up 15% to ¥440 billion with increased imports from China (up 15% to
¥340 billion). Imports from the EU rose 6% to ¥11 billion and imports from the U.S. rose 3% to ¥27 billion.
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8. Semiconductors etc.: Exports turn upward, imports
up for second consecutive year

@ In 2013, world semiconductor production is expected to increase 4% to US$317 billion.

@ Exports of Semiconductors etc. turned to an increase, growing 6% to ¥3.6 trillion. Exports of IC,
which accounted for nearly 70% of the total, rose 9% to ¥2.4 trillion (up 1% to 58 billion units).
By area and country, exports to Asia, which accounted for nearly 90% of the total, grew 6% to
¥3.0 trillion with increased exports to China (up 0.2% to ¥980 billion). Exports to the EU went up
11% to ¥180 billion and exports to the U.S. increased 11% to ¥250 billion.

@ Imports of Semiconductors etc. grew two years in a row, rising 37% to ¥2.4 trillion. Imports
of IC, which accounted for nearly 70% of the total, rose 16% to ¥1.6 trillion even though
the volume decreased 3% to 16 billion units. By area and country, imports from Asia, which
accounted for around 80% of the total, grew 40% to ¥2.0 trillion with increased imports from
Taiwan (up 39% to ¥790 billion) and China (up 93% to ¥510 billion). Imports from the U.S. rose
1% to ¥280 billion.
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9. Audio & Visual Apparatus: Exports turn downward,

imports turn upward

@ In 2013, exports of Audio & Visual Apparatus turned to a decrease, dropping 14% to ¥1.1 trillion.
Exports of Visual Apparatus turned to a decline. Exports of Video Recording or Reproduction
Apparatus (DVD & VCR Equipment), which accounted for nearly 90% of the total, went down
23% to ¥590 billion (down 37% to 13 million units). However, exports of Television Receivers
increased 5% to ¥90 billion (up 26% to 5.3 million units) and exports of Audio Apparatus grew
14% to ¥49 billion. Exports of Parts of Audio, Visual Apparatus fell 4% to ¥400 billion.

@ Imports of Audio & Visual Apparatus turned to an increase, growing 7% to ¥1.2 trillion. Imports
from Asia went up 6% to ¥1.1 trillion, although imports from China went down 5% to ¥690
billion. Imports of Video Recording or Reproduction Apparatus, which accounted for over 20%
of the total, grew 15% to ¥290 billion (down 12% to 24 million units).

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10. Telephony, Telegraphy : Imports up for fourth
consecutive year

@ In 2013, imports of Telephony, Telegraphy increased for the fourth consecutive year, growing 25% to ¥2.7
trillion. With only exception of the decline in 2009, imports of Telephony, Telegraphy has been increasing
for aimost ten years since 2004. Imports of Wireless Communication Devices (Cellular Telephones), which
accounted for around 60% of the total, increased a whopping 44% to ¥1.6 trillion. By area and country,
imports from Asia, which accounted for over 90% of the total, grew 28% to ¥2.5 trillion. Imports from
China, which accounted for around 80% of the total imports from Asia, went up 37% to ¥2.0 trillion.
However, imports from R. Korea declined 8% to ¥230 billion. Imports from the U.S. went up 10% to ¥100
billion, but imports from the EU fell 40% to ¥42 billion.
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11. Motor Vehicles: Exports up for second consecutive year mainly to
the U.S. and the Middle East, imports up for fourth consecutive year

@ In 2013, Motor Vehicles exports grew for the second consecutive year, rising 13% to ¥10.4
trillion (down 0.4% to 5,820,000 units). Exports of Passenger Motor Car went up 15% to ¥8.9
trillion (down 1% to 4,980,000 units) and exports of Buses & Trucks increased 2% to ¥1.3 trillion
(up 5% to 750,000 units). Exports to the U.S. rose 24% to ¥3.7 trillion (up 0.7% to 1,740,000
units). Exports to the Middle East grew 17% to ¥1.4 trillion (up 9% to 660,000 units) and exports
to Asia went up 3% to ¥1.5 trillion with increased exports to China (up 9% to ¥520 billion).
Exports of Parts of Motor Vehicles went up 9% to ¥3.5 trillion.

@ Motor Vehicles imports rose for the fourth consecutive year, growing 20% to ¥1.1 trillion (up 3%
to 364,000 units). Imports from the EU, as a leading supplier, grew 19% to ¥830 billion. Imports
from the U.S. went up 20% to ¥83 billion. However, imports from Asia fell 9% to ¥74 billion.
Imports of Parts of Motor Vehicles grew 26% to ¥700 billion.

12. Ships and Aircraft: Ships exports down for third consecutive
year, Aircraft imports up for second consecutive year

@ In 2013, Ships exports fell for the third consecutive year, dropping 15% to ¥1.5 trillion (649
vessels vs. 687 in 2012), mainly because 2013 was the time for delivery of the orders that
were made during the period of sluggish demand due to the impact of the Lehman Shock and
appreciating yen. Exports of Cargo Ships fell 13% to ¥1.3 trillion (450 vessels vs. 500 in 2012)
and exports of Tankers dropped 30% to ¥170 billion (128 vessels vs. 113 in 2012). By country,
exports to Singapore rose 30% to ¥140 billion, exports to Liberia declined 7% to ¥170 billion,
and exports to Panama dropped 18% to ¥880 billion.

@ Aircraft imports grew 19% to ¥680 billion (8,518 aircraft vs. 8,642 in 2012). Imports from the U.S.,
which accounted for nearly 70% of the total, rose 7% to ¥470 billion (5,375 aircraft vs. 6,149
in 2012). Imports from France went up 73% to ¥120 billion (1,384 aircraft vs. 1,163 in 2012),
imports from Germany increased 2.3 times to ¥19 billion (282 aircraft vs. 230 in 2012), and
imports from Brazil went up 4.8 times to ¥11 billion (84 aircraft vs. 21 in 2012). However, imports
from R. Korea decreased 29% to ¥15 billion (314 aircraft vs. 253 in 2012).

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13. Scientific, Optical Instruments: Exports turn
upward, imports up for second consecutive year

@ In 2013, exports of Scientific, Optical Instruments turned to an increase, growing 7% to ¥2.2 trillion.
Exports of Meters Instruments increased 7% to ¥390 billion. Exports of Lenses for Camera rose 12%
to ¥170 billion. Exports of Electronic Microscopes decreased 18% to ¥37 billion, as the volume fell from
4,262 units in 2012 to 3,843 units. By area and country, exports to Asia, which accounted for around
70% of the total, rose 10% to ¥1.6 trilion with increased exports to China (up 20% to ¥800 billion).
Exports to the EU grew 2% to ¥250 billion and exports to the U.S. increased 12% to ¥280 billion.

@ Imports of Scientific, Optical Instruments increased for the second consecutive year, growing 9%
to ¥1.5 trillion. Imports of Meters Instruments grew 22% to ¥230 billion and imports of Camera &
Parts thereof rose 28% to ¥7.4 billion. By area and country, imports from Asia, which accounted for
around 40% of the total, went up 3% to ¥590 billion with increased imports from China (up 1% to
¥320 billion). Imports from the EU rose 8% to ¥340 billion and imports from the U.S. increased 11%
to ¥390 billion.
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
