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Exports increase for third consecutive year, exceeding ¥100 trillion for the first time.
On the other hand, imports turn to decrease, but still at the second highest level on record.
As a result, the trade deficit narrow significantly.

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What are Trade Statistics of Japan?

Trade Statistics of Japan are the information on exports from
Japan to foreign countries and imports to Japan from foreign
countries based on the customs declaration required and
submitted to the customs for clearance in accordance with
Japan’ s Customs Law (for this reason, it is also called
Customs Statistics) and are periodically issued by the
Ministry of Finance. There are three types of foreign trade
related statistics: (1) Trade Statistics, (2) Other Trade
Related Statistics*, and (3) Statistics on Arrival of Aircraft &
Entrance of Vessels. In general, statistics on trade refers only
to the type (1).

Trade Statistics do not include the following: low-value (less
than 200,000 yen) exports/imports, travelers’ belongings,
smuggled items, gifts of no commercial value, goods under
temporary admission procedure (released temporarily for
trade fairs, exhibitions, etc. or shipping containers for
repetitive uses). Exports are booked on FOB (free on board)
basis, which means freight and insurance etc. are not
included, and imports are booked on CIF (cost, insurance and
freight) basis, which means freight and insurance etc. are
included.

Among Trade Statistics, export/import value for the first 10
days and the first 20 days of the month are also issued
enabling people in trade business to capture trends before
the end of the month. Preliminary reports of the month are
quickly issued around 20th of the following month. These
reports also provide information by commodity, by area or
country, and trade indices and make it possible to capture
export/import trends and analyze in detail.

Preliminary reports on export/import values of the previous
month by major commodities and by trade partners are
released by the Ministry of Finance as well as regional
customs around 20th of the month. The Ministry of Finance
also releases the Japan’ s total trade value for the previous
month, for the first 10 days (released in the period between
21st and the end of the month), and for first 20 days
(released within the first 10 days the following month).
Published Trade Statistics are available online. Statistics by
regional customs are also available in addition to aggregated
national data. Each customs’ web site also provides trade
related information as well as seasonable topics to raise more
awareness of Trade Statistics.

*Other Trade Related Statistics include the following: Statistics on
Gold Coins and Monetary Gold, Statistics on Equipment and
Consuming Goods Loaded on Ships/Aircraft Engaged in External
Trade, and Statistics on Goods in Transit.

(1) Foreign Exchange: The yen has been depreciating for the third consecutive years

@ The annual average exchange rate of the yen against the dollar in 2023 was ¥140 (up 7% from the
previous year), marking the third consecutive year of depreciation of the yen. The difference in interest rates
between Japan and the U.S. due to monetary tightening by the Federal Reserve Board continued to have an
impact, and the exchange rate fluctuated in the range of ¥130 to ¥152.

(2) Export Indices: Export value increase for third consecutive year due to positive export prices

@ The export volume index in 2023 declined by 4% compared to the previous year, which was negative for the
second consecutive year. By quater, it continued to be negative throughout 2023.

@ The export price index in 2023 rose by 7% due to the effect of the weaker yen, marking the fourth
consecutive year of positive growth. By quarter, it has remained positive for 14 consecutive quarters since
the third quarter of 2020.

@ The export value in 2023 increased by 3%, marking for the third consecutive year.

(3) Import Indices: Both price and volume are negative, and import value decreases.

@ The growth rate of the import volume index in 2023 declined by 5% compared to the previous year, marking
the second consecutive year of negative growth. By quater, it continued to be negative throughout 2023.

@ The import price index in 2023 has turned negative, decreasing by 2%. By quarter, it remained positive for
eight consecutive quarters from the second quarter of 2021 to the first quarter of 2023, but turned negative
in the second quarter.

@ The import value in 2023 decreased by 7% compared to the previous year.

Overview

1. Outlook for Trade by Commodity (Customs—cleared Basis)

® FY2023 ~ Exports will reach record high and imports will shrink significantly for falling prices of
resources. Trade account deficit will remain.

Total exports are forecast to be 101,149 billion yen (up 1.9% from a year earlier), reaching above 100
trillion yen for the first time and marking the highest on record. Export volume will go down 0.6% and
export value will go up 2.5%. Export value will rise among wide range of commodities reflecting rising
prices and the impact of the depreciation of the yen, despite declining exports volume due to slowing
global economy.

Total imports are forecast to be 107,192 billion yen (down 11.6% from a year earlier). Import volume
will go down 1.8% and import value will also go down 10.0%. Imports will decline significantly reflecting
declining import volume of Mineral Fuels and their falling prices. All the same, imports are expected to be
over 100 trillion yen for the second consecutive year. As the result, trade account balance will remain to
be a deficit (customs—cleared basis) for the second consecutive year, contracting significantly from a
year earlier to 6,044 billion yen.
® FY2024 ~ Export will grow and imports will continue to go down, trade deficit will further contract
for decreasing imports of resources

Total exports are forecast to go up by 2.1% from a year earlier to 103,302 billion yen. This consists of a
1.6% increase in export volume and a 0.6% increase in export value. On one hand, despite slowing global
economy, global trade will be recovering but, on the other hand, the appreciation of the yen will suppress
the price hike.

Total imports are forecast to be 105,389 billion yen (down 1.7% from a year earlier). This consists of a
1.3% increase in import volume and a 3.0% decrease in import value. Import volume will slightly increase
for slowly recovering domestic demand despite slowing domestic economy. Import value will decline due
to the impact of appreciating yen even though prices of natural resources will go up slightly.

As the result, the trade account balance is forecast to be a deficit at 2,086 billion yen. The deficit will
continue for the fourth consecutive year but contract further from a year earlier.

2. Outlook for the Current Account
® FY2023 ~ Current account surplus will increase significantly as surplus in primary income balance
will grow and trade deficit will shrink

The current account surplus is forecast to increase sharply to 25,553 billion yen from 7,995 billion yen
in FY2022, mainly due to sharp decline of trade account deficit (2,682 billion yen), reflecting an increase
of exports and a significant decrease of imports. Service account deficit will decrease by 1.3 trillion yen
to 4,028 billion yen from FY2022 (5,362 billion yen) reflecting recovery of demand from inbound tourism.
Surplus in the primary income balance will increase by 1.4 trillion yen from a year earlier to reach the

highest on record (36,103 billion yen) reflecting improved investment income and depreciation of the yen.

® FY2024 ~ Trade deficit will continue contracting, current account surplus will mark highest on
record for second consecutive year

Current account surplus is forecast to mark the highest on record for the second consecutive year
(26,952 billion yen), mainly due to a significant contraction of trade account deficit (144 billion yen).
Services account deficit will almost flat from a year earlier at 3,910 billion yen as recovering demand
from inbound tourism will peak out. Surplus in the primary income balance will decline by 1.3 trillion yen
to 34,784 billion yen as global economy slows, and the yen shifts from depreciation to appreciation.
However, surplus in the primary income balance will remain high.

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Key Points

What is characteristic about JFTC’ s Outlook is that the data by commodity came from hearing
surveys conducted internally and externally by seven Shosha as Task Force members. Under the
circumstance that economic activities are on its way of normalizing from the impact of COVID-19, the
data is presented with the following premises: slowing economy or recession due to monetary tightening
and rising commodity prices among a wide range of commodities, further depreciation of the yen against
the U.S. dollar, turbulent global conditions including ongoing Russian invasion of Ukraine and chaotic
state in the Middle East, the trend towards decarbonization and the demand dynamics in the energy
sector, and medium— to long—term changes in industrial and trade structures.

Please note that the trade trend can widely swing in either direction from the Outlook as a trade trend
gets a direct impact from fluctuating prices of natural resources and foreign exchange, and various other
domestic and international factors. The following are the three key points in the Outlook for this issue.

‘Exports in FY2023 are forecast to be over 100.0 trillion yen, setting the highest record for the third
consecutive year, mainly due to the impact of depreciation of the yen and recovery of Motor Vehicles
exports. Imports are forecast to decrease sharply from imports in FY2022 that set the highest record,
reflecting the decline of Mineral Fuels imports both on a volume and value basis. In FY2024, the trend of
increasing exports and decreasing imports will continue.

‘Exports and imports can be measured by volume and value. Volume of exports and imports are forecast
to decline in FY2023 and grow back in FY2024. Export value is forecast to increase both in FY2023 and
2024. In contrast, import value is forecast to decrease both in FY 2023 and 2024. Fluctuation of foreign
exchange, rising commodity prices and falling energy prices will be the influencing factors.

*The current account surplus is forecast to be the largest on record as trade account deficit will
significantly contract and the surplus in the primary income balance will continue to be at a high level.

Balance of trade account deficit (customs—cleared basis) is forecast to be 6,044 billion yen in FY2023
and 2,086 billion yen in FY2024. Although trade account deficit will contract significantly from the
highest on record in FY2022 (22,035 billion yen), balance of trade will be a deficit for four years in a row.

Total exports (customs—cleared basis) are forecast to increase to 101,149 billion yen (up 1.9% from a
year earlier) in FY2023 and total exports in FY2024 are forecast to increase to 103,302 billion yen (up
2.1% from a year earlier). Around 2% growth is expected for two consecutive years.

Exports in FY2023 will set a highest record for the third consecutive year since 1979 when comparable
data became available. Due to a slow growth of overseas demand and global economy, export volume is
expected to slightly decline while Motor Vehicles exports, which have a heavy impact on the total
exports, are forecast to recover as the shortage of semiconductors is easing. The impact of
depreciation of the yen that inflates export value is also unignorable.

In FY2024, exports are forecast to slightly increase from a year earlier. Export volume will continue to
increase as global trade is expected to grow. The global economy will slow but a significant decline is not
anticipated.

Total imports in FY2023 are forecast to be 107,192 billion yen (down 11.6% from a year earlier). After a
sharp decline in FY2023, total imports in FY2024 will go down for the second consecutive year to
105,389 billion yen (down 1.7% from a year earlier).

Imports in FY2023 will be over 100.0 trillion yen for the second consecutive year. Imports in FY2023
will decline from a year earlier but will be the second highest after the highest record in FY2022. Energy
imports will decrease both on a value and volume basis. However, energy imports will remain higher than
the levels prior to FY2022.

In FY2024, imports are forecast to decline for the second consecutive year. However, imports will
continue to be over 100.0 trillion yen. Imports will remain at a high level as import volume in general is
expected to grow, despite the dispersion among commodities, and offset the impact of appreciating yen
on the import value.
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Current account surplus in FY2023 will significantly grow from 7,995 billion yen in FY2022 to 25,553
billion yen. Surplus in the primary income balance (higher receipt than payment), mainly payment and
receipt of interests and dividends from foreign loan and investment, will set the highest record reflecting
recovery of corporate performance and the effect of depreciation of the yen. This surplus and the
impact of sharp contraction of the trade account deficit will influence significantly. The service account
deficit will contract for recovering consumption from inbound tourism.

In FY2024, current account surplus is forecast to be 26,952 billion yen mainly due to the contraction of
the trade account deficit. Surplus in the primary income balance will remain at a high level regardless of
the declining receipt of dividends due to slowing economy.

Outlook for Trade by Commodity (Customs—cleared Basis)

1. Exports
SO OFY20230 0@

Total exports are forecast to increase by 1.9% from FY2022, growing for the third consecutive year
despite slowing global economy, rising commodity prices, and depreciating yen. The export volume will
turn to a slight decrease (down 0.6%) while export value will increase by 2.5%.

By commodity, the main factor is that exports of Transport Equipment including Motor Vehicles, which
export values are high, are expected to increase as much as 20.0%. Domestic production of Motor
Vehicles will recover for diminishing problem of semiconductor shortage. Overseas demand for Motor
Vehicles is expected to steadily increase mainly in Europe and the U.S. despite continuously high
interest rates. In contrast, exports of Machinery including Semiconductor Machinery etc. and Power
Generating Machine are expected to go down 3.8% and exports of Electrical Machinery including
Semiconductors etc. are also expected to decline (down 3.0%) reflecting slow recovery of demand for
consumer electronics including smartphones and personal computers. Exports of Raw Materials are likely
to be sluggish reflecting the stagnant overseas demand in general. Exports of Manufactured Goods
including Iron & Steel Products are expected to decline by 2.5%. Exports of Chemicals are expected to
decrease by 9.0%. Exports of Foodstuff are expected to plummet due to the impact of trade embargo on
Japanese seafood in certain countries. In FY2023, depreciation of the yen, even though the yen
depreciates further from 135 yen per dollar in FY2022, will not push up the export volume. Rising prices
are more likely to boost exports.

SO OFY20240 0@

Exports are forecast to go up 2.1% from FY2023 as global trade is expected to recover despite the
slowing of global economy. Export volume will go up 1.6% while export value will go up only 0.6% reflecting
a shift of the yen from deprecation to appreciation.

By product category, exports of Transport Equipment are forecast to go up 1.8% despite the impact of
slowing economy in the U.S. and China, as exports of Motor Vehicles will improve reflecting the
continuously easing shortage of semiconductors. Among exports of Machinery, exports volume of Power
Generating Machine for Asia will continue to decline due to the sluggish overseas production of Motor
Vehicles. However, exports of Semiconductor Machinery etc. will go up 7.1% as demand for servers will
increase due to the proliferation of Al and demand for consumer electronics such as smartphones and
personal computers will recover. Exports of Electrical Machinery are expected to go up 4.5% as
inventories for Semiconductors etc. will normalize and demand is expected to recover. Exports of Raw
Materials, among which demand for scrap iron is recovering, and exports of Chemicals, among which
demand in China is recovering, are expected to turn towards an increase.

Exports are significantly influenced by the overseas economic trends in the short term. But in the
medium— to long—term, the decline of production facilities in Japan is also an influencing factor. In
industries such as petroleum refining, iron and steel, and chemical fibers, a trend of downsizing and
overseas relocation of production facilities is continuing, gradually leading the production capacity in
Japan to decline. Also in Asia, industrial sophistication is in progress and supply capabilities are
enhancing. As a competition in the export market is intensifying, innovative ideas for new export
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industries are needed. From an economic security perspective, some movements toward domesticating
supply chains are observed. However, the impact of such movements on Japanese exports is still
miniscule.

2. Imports
SO OFY20230 @

Imports in FY2023 will decline in the double digits (down 11.6%) from FY2022. It consists of a 1.8%
decrease in import volume and a whopping 10.0% drop in import value. Imports are forecast to sharply
decline mainly due to falling prices of natural resources.

By product category, imports of Mineral Fuels are forecast to fall significantly by 26.5%. Mild winter in
the beginning of 2023 leads to an extra inventory of LNG and Coking Coal for power supply and
household gas. For that reason, in the first half of FY2023, import volume will decline for the inventory
adjustment. Prices of crude oil, gas and coal are expected to decline sharply, significantly pushing down
imports. In imports other than energy, imports of Chemicals are expected to decrease by a significant
15.5% as the demand for vaccine will continue to decrease after the surge during the COVID—-19
pandemic. Imports of Raw Materials, including Nonferrous Metals like copper, are anticipated to drop by
a substantial 9.3%, as copper imports plummet due to the impact of scheduled major periodic repairs.
Imports of Electrical Machinery are forecast to decline by 7.6% due to the impact of declining
semiconductor demand for consumer electronics, weak demand for smartphones, and a rebound decline
in investment in communication—related network facilities. Imports of Foodstuff are expected to
decrease by 3.6%, due to a shift in demand towards less expensive items and reluctance to purchase
expensive foreign products reflecting the consumer preference for lower—priced items because of price
hike.

Despite noticeable weakness in demand in many sectors, imports of Transportation Equipment are
forecast to increase by 18.8%. Easing semiconductor shortage, strong buying interest among the affluent
population, and government policies including subsidizing EV purchases contribute to the imports of
Motor Vehicles. Imports of Aircraft are forecast to increase substantially due to the demand for
equipment updates in the civilian sector, and in the defense sector, the ongoing procurement of
aviation—related equipment utilizing the budget for the National Defense Buildup Program.

SO OFY20240 @

Imports in FY2024 are forecast to decrease by 1.7% from a year earlier reflecting a continuing
recovery of domestic economy that is slow but steady and the yen’ s shift toward appreciation. Import
volume will go up 1.3% and in contrast, import value will go down 3.0%.

By product category, imports of Mineral Fuels are expected to drop sharply by 8.1%, pushing the whole
imports down in FY2024. Inventory adjustments of LNG and Coking Coal in FY2023 will reach to an end.
However, demand for fossil fuels is expected to decrease as nuclear power plants will resume operation
and capacity of renewable energy will expand. The demand for transportation and industrial fuels is
expected to continue declining reflecting the ongoing efforts for decarbonization. Imports of Machinery
are forecast to decline for the second consecutive year by 4.3% reflecting the exchange rate
fluctuations. However, there are positive factors for the imports of Semiconductor Machinery etc. The
construction of large—scale semiconductor manufacturing facilities in Japan is one of them. Imports of
Foodstuff are forecast to decline by 6.7% for the impact of sluggish overseas markets and appreciation
of the yen even though imports of Foodstuff on a volume basis may grow as the inventory adjustment
will settle. In contrast, imports of Raw Materials are expected to go up by 2.4% reflecting growing imports
of Copper as domestic production will recover. Imports of Manufactured Goods are forecast to go up by
2.8% reflecting growing imports of Iron & Steel Products and Nonferrous Metals as production of Motor
Vehicles will recover. Imports of Electrical Machinery are forecast to shift toward an increase by 1.3%
reflecting the growing demand for semiconductors and data center related demand as Al will proliferate.
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Imports are highly correlated with domestic economic conditions. However, declining population and
relocation of production centers to overseas are unignorable medium— to long—term impacts to the
imports.

Price hike including prices of natural resources can inflate import value in the future. However,
demographic dynamics is more likely to reduce import volume, and it is already observed in the current
outlook.

Outlook for the Current Account
SO OFY20230 @

The current account surplus is forecast to grow significantly to 25,553 billion yen from 7,995 billion yen
in FY2022. Looking at the breakdown, the trade account deficit will contract to 2,682 billion yen due to
the sharp decline of imports while exports are increasing. The service account deficit will contract by 1.3
trillion yen to be 4,028 billion yen from 5,362 billion yen in FY2022 as demand from inbound tourism will
recover after the impact of COVID-19 in addition to the depreciation of the yen. The surplus in the
primary income trade balance will increase by 1.4 trillion yen from FY2022 to 36,103 billion yen and set a
new record, reflecting the recovery of corporate performance, improved investment income due to rising
interest rates, and depreciation of the yen.

S OOFY2024 0@

The current account surplus is forecast to further increase from FY2023 to 26,952 billion yen. It is

expected to set a record. The trade account will remain to be a deficit as the imports will continuously

surpass the exports. However, the deficit will contract significantly from FY2023 to 144.0 billion yen. The
service account deficit will be almost flat from FY2023 at 3,910 billion yen as the demand recovery in

inbound tourism will settle and the balance of intellectual property usage fees will continue to improve.
The surplus in the primary income balance will go down 1.3 trillion yen from FY2023 to 34,784 billion yen,

reflecting the deceleration of global economy and the yen’ s shift toward appreciation. However, the

surplus will remain at a high level surpassing the level in FY2022.

Community (ABIC)” by utilizing the know—how and intellectual properties developed over many years by its member trading
companies and embodied in their wealth of human resources.
