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E Trade by Major Products

1. Foodstuffs: Exports down for disaster aftermath,
imports up benefiting from strong yen

Exports

Foodstuffs exports declined 12% to ¥360.0 billion. Exports to China (down 43% to
¥25.0 billion), Hong Kong (down 13% to ¥88.0 billion), South Korea (down 18% to ¥31.0
billion), and Taiwan (down 4% to ¥52.0 billion) all went down. Exports to the U.S. also fell
3% to ¥55.0 billion.

Exports of Fish & Fish Preparations (down 13% to ¥150.0 billion) and exports of
Cereals & Cereal Preparations (down 12% to ¥30.0 billion) both turned to a decline.
Also Exports of Fruits & Vegetables (down 12% to ¥17.0 billion), Dairy Products & Eggs
(down 61% to ¥1.6 billion), and Meat & Meat Preparations (down 15% to ¥4.6 billion) all
decreased.

Imports

Foodstuffs imports rose 12% to ¥5.8 trillion.

Imports of Cereals & Cereal Preparations turned back to growth as global commodity
markets grew strong, rising 23% to ¥890.0 billion, even though the volume declined 2%
to 26 million tons. Imports from the U.S. (up 23% to ¥550.0 billion), Australia (up 51% to
¥94.0 billion), Canada (up 64% to ¥73.0 billion), and Brazil (up 74% to ¥24.0 billion) all
increased.

Imports of Meat & Meat Preparations grew 10% to ¥1.1 trillion (up 8% to 2.5 million
tons). Among these, imports of Chicken rose 36% to ¥130.0 billion with increased imports
from Brazil (up 34% to ¥120.0 billion) and the U.S. (up 64% to ¥9.5 billion). Imports of
Pork went up 5% to ¥420.0 billion with increased imports from the U.S.(up 9% to ¥170.0
billion) and Poland (up 4.1 times to ¥8.1 billion). Imports of Beef rose 5% to ¥210.0 billion
as imports from the U.S. grew 28% to ¥55.0 billion. However, imports from Australia fell
1% to ¥130.0 billion.

Imports of Fish & Fish Preparations increased 7% to ¥1.3 trillion (up 0.2% to 2.3 million
tons). Imports of Shrimps, Prawns & Lobsters grew 2% to ¥190.0 billion due to increasing
price in the exporting countries despite declined volume (down 0.2% to 210,000 tons).
Among these, imports from China (up 32% to ¥12.0 billion), Argentina (up 78% to ¥6.4
billion), India (up 9% to ¥26.0 billion) and Thailand (up 6% to ¥28.0 billion) all went up. In
contrast, imports from Vietnam declined 11% to ¥32.0 billion due to poor landings as a
result of bad weather.

Imports of Vegetables rose 7% to ¥390.0 billion (up 10% to 2.9 million tons), and
imports of Fruits grew 6% to ¥370.0 billion (up 2% to 2.7 million tons).
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2. Wood: Imports up for second consecutive year on
increasing housing starts

Japan's wood self-sufficiency ratio has held steady at around 20% in recent years,
so the nation depends on imports for the majority of its wood supply. Under these
conditions, in 2011 Japan's Wood imports increased as housing starts grew two years in
a row, rising 3% to 834,000 units (up 3% to 75.4 million square meters in terms of floor
space), spurred by the government measures, namely preferential mortgage rates and
eco-point system for housing, which was suspended in July.

Imports

Wood imports rose 6% to ¥350.0 billion, growing for the second consecutive year
as housing starts continued increasing in addition to expected demand from the
reconstruction of disaster sites. On a volume basis, Wood imports grew 4%.

Imports of Lumber, which accounted for three quarters of the total, increased 8% to
¥260.0 billion. Imports of Logs, which accounted for a quarter of the total, declined 1% to
¥79.0 billion (down 1% to 4.3 million cubic meters). (As a reference: Imports of Plywood
rose 26% to ¥190.0 billion).

In North America, imports of Wood from the U.S. rose 1% to ¥52.0 billion but imports
of Wood from Canada declined 3% to ¥89.0 billion.

Imports of Wood from Russia grew 17% to ¥43.0 billion as the export tariff on Logs
remained unchanged at 25%.

Imports of Wood from the EU went up 11% to ¥77.0 billion with increased imports from
Finland (up 16% to ¥21.0 billion), Sweden (up 7% to ¥24.0 billion), Czech Republic (up
42% to ¥3.7 billion) and Austria (up 10% to ¥10.0 billion).

Imports of Wood from Asia rose 11% to ¥59.0 billion with increased imports from China
(up 13% to ¥27.0 billion), Malaysia (up 7% to ¥20.0 billion), and Vietnam (up 47% to ¥1.7
billion).

Imports of Wood from New Zealand (up 0.2% to ¥11.0 billion) and Wood from Chile (up
28% to ¥8.7 billion) both increased.
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3. Mineral Fuels: Exports and imports both sharply up

Crude oil prices, which were gradually rising since the fourth quarter of 2010, shot up
due to the impact of rising geopolitical risk and growing demand in Japan after 3/11 (the
Great East Japan Earthquake) and remained high in 2011.

Exports

Mineral Fuels exports increased 13% to ¥1.2 trillion. Exports of Petroleum Products (Gas
Qil, Kerosene, Petroleum Spirits), which accounted for 97% of the total, rose 13% to ¥1.2
trillion with increased exports to Singapore, Australia, and China.

Imports

Mineral Fuels imports rose a whopping 25% to ¥21.8 trillion reflecting strong demand
and sharp hike of crude oil prices. By quarter, import prices were up 16%, 22%, 33%,
and 30% in the first, second, third and fourth quarter respectively.

Imports of Petroleum, which accounted for around 50% of the total and is the largest
import item of all, grew a whopping 21% to ¥11.4 trillion (down a slight 3% on a volume
basis to 210 million kiloliters) reflecting the price increase. Among these, imports from
Saudi Arabia and the UAE went up. CIF (cost, insurance, and freight) prices rose 37% to
$108.9. By quarter, CIF prices were $97.0, $115.2, $113.7, and $111.4 (up 25%, 41%,
49%, and 35% year-on-year).

Imports of LNG, which accounted for around 20% of the total, increased 38% to ¥4.8
trillion (up 12% to 79 million tons), breaking the highest record on both a volume and
value basis, with increased imports from Qatar, Malaysia and Australia.

Imports of Petroleum Products, which accounted for around 10% of the total, went up
40% to ¥2.2 trillion with increased imports from South Korea, India, and Kuwait. Among
these, imports of Petroleum Spirits, which accounted for the majority of the total, grew
23% to ¥1.5 trillion (up 3% to 29 million kiloliters).

Imports of LPG grew 14% to ¥890.0 billion (up 3% to 12 million kiloliters). Chief supplier
countries of LPG were Qatar and the UAE.

Imports of Coal went up 16% to ¥2.4 trillion due to the price hike, even though the
volume declined 5% to 180 million tons. Main supplier countries of coal were Australia
and Indonesia.
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4. Chemicals: Exports down, imports up

Chemicals exports swung to a decline but Chemicals imports rose for the second
consecutive year.

Exports

Chemicals exports turned to a decline, dropping 2% to ¥6.8 trillion and went down 7%
on volume basis as strong demand from China along with other emerging economies did
not continue.

By product category, exports of Plastic Materials fell 6% to ¥2.2 trillion with sharply
declined exports of Polyethylene (down 18% to ¥130.0 billion) and Vinyl Chloride (down
20% to ¥99.0 billion). Exports of Medical Products dropped 5% to ¥360.0 billion. On the
other hand, exports of Organic Chemicals grew 2% to ¥1.9 trillion.

By area and country, exports to Asia, which accounted for three quarters of the total,
fell a slight 1% to ¥5.1 trillion. Although exports to China rose 1% to ¥1.7 trillion, exports
to Hong Kong (down 9% to ¥310.0 billion), Taiwan (down 3% to ¥890.0 billion), and
South Korea (down 1% to ¥1.3 trillion) all decreased. Exports to the U.S. also declined
10% to ¥600.0 billion.

Imports

Chemicals imports rose two years in a row, increasing 13% to ¥6.1 trillion and went up
8% on a volume basis.

By product category, imports of Medical Products increased for the eleventh
consecutive year, growing 13% to ¥1.7 trillion as the market for Generic Medical Products
continued to expand in addition to the entry of growing number of major foreign players
into the Japanese market. Imports of Plastic Materials rose 13% to ¥740.0 billion, and
imports of Organic Chemicals went up 6% to ¥1.4 trillion.

By area and country, imports from Asia went up 27% to ¥2.2 trillion with increased
imports from China (up 38% to ¥1.1 trillion), South Korea (up 22% to ¥340.0 billion),
Thailand (up 17% to ¥180.0 billion) and Taiwan (up 13% to ¥190.0 billion). Imports from
the EU grew 10% to ¥2.0 trillion with increased imports from Germany (up 10% to ¥540.0
billion), Italy (up 28% to ¥210.0 billion), Belgium (up 37% to ¥160.0 billion), and France (up
12% to ¥380.0 billion). Imports from the U.S. also went up 3% to ¥1.1 trillion.
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5. Iron & Steel Products: Exports slow, imports expand

In 2011, world crude steel production grew to 1.49 billion tons, rising 7% above the
previous year's level. However, Japan's domestic crude steel production declined 2%
to 110 million tons. Although the volume remained above the 100 million ton level, the
production decreased after a year of growth.

Exports

Iron & Steel Products exports increased a slight 1% to ¥3.7 trillion, even though the
volume declined 5% to 41 million tons from a year earlier. By product category, exports of
Flat-rolled Products fell 2% to ¥2.3 trillion (down 6% to 28 million tons). Exports of Bloom,
Billets, Sheet Bars increased 9% to ¥260.0 billion (down 2% to 5.1 million tons). Exports
of Iron & Steel Wire, Bars increased 3% to ¥480.0 billion (down 4% to 4.2 million tons).

By area, exports to Asia fell 1% to ¥2.8 trillion (down 8% to 33 million tons), exports
to Middle South America declined 8% to ¥160.0 billion (down 7% to 1.9 million tons).
However, exports to North America grew 18% to ¥250.0 billion (up 26% to 2.1 million
tons).

By country, exports to South Korea fell 8% to ¥700.0 billion (down 19% to 8.9 million
tons), exports to China decreased 3% to ¥670.0 bilion (down 8% to 6.8 million tons),
and exports to Thailand fell 2% to ¥410.0 billion(down 4% to 4.6 million tons). In contrast,
exports to the U.S. increased 24% to ¥230.0 billion and exports to Vietnam grew 13% to
¥130.0 billion.

Imports

Iron & Steel Products imports went up 24% to ¥940.0 billion (up 15% to 8.0 million
tons). By product category, imports of Flat-rolled Products grew 30% to ¥350.0 billion
and imports of Iron & Steel Wire, Bars went up 25% to ¥100.0 billion.

By area, imports from Asia grew 34% to ¥680.0 billion (up 23% to 6.3 million tons).

By country, imports from South Korea rose 34% to ¥330.0 billion and imports from
China went up 46% to ¥220.0 billion.
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all went up.
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7. Computers & Units and Parts of Computers:
Computers & Units imports up for second
consecutive year; Parts of Computers exports and
imports both down

Exports

Exports of Parts of Computers fell back to a decline, dropping 12% to ¥1.1 trillion. Exports to
Asia went down 11% to ¥460.0 billion with decreased exports to China (down 9% to ¥190.0 billion),
Thailand (down 22% to ¥35.0 billion), Hong Kong (down 9% to ¥90.0 billion), and Vietnam (down 19%
to ¥283.0 billion). Exports to the EU fell 15% to ¥310.0 billion as exports to the Netherlands decreased
12% to ¥240.0 billion and exports to the United Kingdom dropped 27% to ¥13.0 billion. Exports to
the U.S. also went down 10% to ¥300.0 billion.

Exports of Computers & Units turned to a decrease, dropping 16% to ¥380.0 billion. Exports to the
U.S. fell 20% to ¥140.0 billion. Exports to Asia declined 17% to ¥100.0 billion with decreased exports
to China (down 22% to ¥30.0 billion), Hong Kong (down 33% to ¥16.0 billion), and South Korea
(down 23% to ¥10.0 billion). Also exports to the EU went down 9% to ¥110.0 billion as exports to the
Netherlands fell 25% to ¥39.0 billion and exports to Belgium dropped 69% to ¥4.1 billion.

Imports

Imports of Computers & Units rose two years in a row, growing 4% to ¥1.6 trillion. Imports from
Asia increased 4% to ¥1.5 trillion as imports from China rose 9% to ¥1.2 trillion, imports from South
Korea went up 67% to ¥40.0 billion, and imports from Indonesia were up 14% to ¥30.0 billion.
However, imports from Thailand declined 25% to ¥76.0 billion. Imports from the U.S. turned back to
growth, rising 14% to ¥71.0 billion. Although imports from the EU fell 9% to ¥42.0 billion, imports from
both France (up 19% to ¥9.3 billion) and Germany (up 15% to ¥7.8 billion) went up.

Imports of Parts of Computers swung to a decrease, falling 22% to ¥440.0 billion. Imports from
Asia fell 23% to ¥400.0 billion with declined imports from China (down 16% to ¥290.0 billion) and
Taiwan (down 54% to ¥36.0 billion). Imports from the U.S. went down 14% to ¥25.0 billion. Imports
from the EU dropped 12% to ¥11.0 billion with declined imports from Ireland (down 31% to ¥1.8
billion) and Germany (down 14% to ¥4.3 billion).

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8. Semiconductors Etc.: Exports and imports both down

World semiconductor production is expected to decrease 8% to ¥24.12 trillion in
2011 mainly due to the impact of the inventory adjustment of personal computers even
though the demand for semiconductors is expanding for the worldwide popularity of
smartphones and tablet computers.

Exports

Exports of Semiconductors Etc. swung to a decline, dropping 14% to ¥3.6 trillion.

By product category, exports of IC, which accounted for 65% of the total, decreased
15% to ¥2.3 trillion (down 7% to 57 billion units). Exports of Transistors, Diodes & Similar
Semiconductor Devices dropped 10% to ¥920.0 billion. On the other hand, exports of
Thermionic Valves grew 6% to ¥25.0 billion (up 19% on a volume basis).

By area and country, exports to Asia, which accounted for over 80% of the total, fell
14% to ¥3.0 trillion with decreased exports to Hong Kong (down 23% to ¥410.0 billion),
Taiwan (down 16% to ¥550.0 billion), Singapore (down 32% to ¥210.0 billion), and China
(down 1% to ¥1.0 trillion). Exports to the EU dropped 18% to ¥250.0 billion with declined
exports to the Netherlands (down 50% to ¥19.0 billion) and the United Kingdom (down
37% to ¥21.0 billion). Exports to the U.S. also went down 13% to ¥230.0 billion.

Imports

Imports of Semiconductors Etc. turned to a decline, falling 18% to ¥1.8 trillion.

By product category, imports of ICs, which accounted for around 80% of the total, fell
20% to ¥1.4 trillion (down 3% to 16 billion units). Imports of Transistors also declined 8%
to ¥36.0 billion.

By area and country, imports from Asia, which accounted for nearly 80% of the total,
dropped 17% to ¥1.4 trilion with decreased imports from China (down 15% to ¥230.0
billion), South Korea (down 10% to ¥260.0 billion), Thailand (down 24% to ¥66.0 billion),
and Singapore (down 15% to ¥110.0 billion).
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9. Audio & Visual Apparatus: Exports decline for fifth
consecutive year and imports down

Exports of Audio & Visual Apparatus fell for the fifth consecutive years and imports of
Audio & Visual Apparatus turned to a decline.

Exports

Exports of Audio & Visual Apparatus declined 18% to ¥1.2 trillion as exports to Asia
and the U.S. swung back to a decline in addition to decreased exports to the EU.

Exports of Visual Apparatus went down for the seventh consecutive year, dropping
16% to ¥780.0 billion. Exports of Video Recording & Reproduction Apparatus (DVD &
VCR Equipment), which accounted for nearly 90% of the total, fell 17% to ¥690.0 billion
(down 18% to 27 million units). Exports of TV Receivers declined 8% to ¥88.0 billion (down
0.3% to 5.0 million units). Exports to Asia fell 13% to ¥310.0 billion with declined exports
to China (down 16% to ¥150.0 billion). Exports to the U.S. dropped 18% to ¥200.0 billion
and exports to the EU fell 15% to ¥180.0 billion.

Exports of Audio Apparatus went down 22% to ¥38.0 billion (down 12% to 150
million units). Among these, exports of Amplifiers, Loudspeakers & Microphones, which
accounted for over 50% of the total, declined 10% to ¥20.0 billion (down 12% to 150
million units). Also exports of Radio Broadcast Receivers, which accounted for over 30%
of the total, fell 5% to ¥13.0 billion (down 19% to 1.4 million units). Exports to the U.S.
dropped 38% to ¥12.0 billion and exports to China fell 40% to ¥5.0 billion.

Exports of Parts of Audio & Visual Apparatus turned to a decline, dropping 22% to
¥430.0 billion. Exports to Asia, which accounted for nearly 70% of the total, fell 16% to
¥290.0 billion with decreased exports to Hong Kong (down 27% to ¥59.0 billion) and
Thailand (down 34% to ¥36.0 billion). Exports to Mexico went down 34% to ¥56.0 billion.
Imports

Imports of Audio & Visual Apparatus fell 11% to ¥1.5 trillion. Imports from the U.S. went
down 18% to ¥55.0 billion. Imports from Asia dropped 11% to ¥1.4 trillion with declined
imports from China (down 8% to ¥960.0 billion).

Imports of Video Recording & Reproduction Apparatus ( DVD & VCR Equipment),
which accounted for around 20% of the total, fell 9% to ¥310.0 billion (down 2% to
29 million units). Imports of Amplifiers, Loudspeakers & Microphones declined 13% to
¥100.0 billion (down 8% to 300 million units). Imports of Radio Broadcast Receivers rose
only 9% to ¥85.0 billion, despite of a 36% volume increase (24 million units).
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10. Motor Vehicles: Exports down, imports up for
second consecutive year

In 2011, Motor Vehicles exports swung back to a decline due to decreased exports
to the U.S. for the impact of the Great East Japan Earthquake, appreciating yen, and
faltering global economy. Motor Vehicles imports grew for the second consecutive year as
Japanese manufacturers faced a production delay in the aftermath of the earthquake.

Exports

Motor Vehicles exports fell 11% to ¥8.2 trillion (down 7% to 5.4 million units), swinging
back to a decline. Exports of Car dropped 12% to ¥6.9 trillion (down 7% to 4.7 million
units). Exports of Buses & Trucks also went down a slight 1% to ¥1.2 trillion (down 6% to
650,000 units).

By area and country, exports to the U.S. decreased 14% to ¥2.4 trilion (down 7% to
1.5 million units). Exports to Middle East fell 28% to ¥840.0 billion (down 28% to 500,000
units) with declined exports to Saudi Arabia (down 28% to ¥200.0 billion) and the UAE
(down 20% to ¥220.0 billion). Exports to the EU also went down 7% to ¥940.0 billion
(down 9% to 580,000 units). Exports to Asia fell 3% to ¥1.4 trillion despite a 2% increase
on a volume basis (790,000 units) as exports to China dropped 10% to ¥560.0 billion. On
the other hand, exports to Russia grew 36% to ¥590.0 billion (up 34% to 430,000 units).

Exports of Parts of Motor Vehicles went down 3% to ¥3.0 trillion as exports to Asia fell
5% to ¥1.4 trillion and exports to the U.S. declined 3% to ¥650.0 billion in spite of the
increased exports to the EU (up 6% to ¥420.0 billion).

Imports

Motor Vehicles imports rose for the second consecutive year, growing 23% to ¥740.0
billion (up 19% to 290,000 units). Imports from the EU, as a leading supplier, grew 26%
to ¥580.0 billion with increased imports from Germany (up 26% to ¥410.0 billion). Imports
from the U.S. went up 47% to ¥45.0 billion. Imports from Asia rose 22% to ¥60.0 billion
with increased imports from Thailand (up 20% to ¥39.0 billion) and Indonesia (up 26% to
¥14.0 billion). On the other hand, imports from South Africa fell 3% to ¥35.0 billion.

Imports of Parts of Motor Vehicles went down 3% to ¥470.0 billion.
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11. Ships and Aircraft: Ship exports back to decline,
Aircraft imports down for fourth consecutive year

Ship Exports

Ships exports fell 9% to ¥2.0 trillion, reverting back to a decline due to the impact of
the appreciating yen and faltering global economy (687 vessels vs. 803 in 2010). By type
of ship, exports of Cargo Ships fell 1% to ¥1.5 trillion (483 vessels vs. 506 in 2010), and
exports of Tankers declined 25% to ¥540.0 billion (153 vessels vs. 223 in 2010).

By country, exports to Panama dropped 14% to ¥1.1 trillion (270 vessels vs. 295
in 2010). Exports to Bahamas fell 78% to ¥17.0 billion (5 vessels vs. 15 in 2010), and
exports to Hong Kong went down 42% to ¥70.0 billion (19 vessels vs. 32 in 2010).
Exports to the Marshall Islands declined 14% to ¥150.0 billion (34 vessels vs. 27 in 2010).
On the other hand, exports to Liberia grew 58% to ¥260.0 billion (48 vessels vs. 30 in
2010), and exports to the United Kingdom rose 82% to ¥71.0 billion (11 vessels vs. 7 in
2010).

Aircraft Imports

Aircraft imports declined for four straight years, falling 21% to ¥290.0 billion (5,135
aircraft vs. 5,458 in 2010). Among these, imports of Large Aircraft weighing over 15,000
kg fell 27% to ¥160.0 billion (35 aircraft vs. 41 in 2010).

By country, imports from the U.S., which accounted for over 70% of the total, dropped
26% to ¥210.0 billion (3,570 aircraft vs. 4,054 in 2010). Imports from Brazil fell 67% to
¥4.6 billion (42 aircraft vs. 126 in 2010) and imports from Canada went down 32% to
¥14.0 billion (254 aircraft vs. 263 in 2010).

In contrast, imports from France shot up 115% to ¥23.0 billion (480 aircraft vs. 200 in
2010). Imports from lItaly also increased 4.3 times from a year earlier to ¥14.0 billion (83
aircraft vs. 48 in 2010).

12. Scientific & Optical Instruments: Exports up for
second consecutive year, imports slightly down

Exports

Exports of Scientific & Optical Instruments grew for the second consecutive year to
¥2.1 trillion (up 5%) as the volume grew 3% and unit price rose 2%.

By product category, exports of Meters-Measuring & Scientific Instruments, which
accounted for nearly 20% of the total, grew 3% to ¥360.0 billion. Exports of Lenses
for Camera increased 7% to ¥170.0 billion. Exports of Microscopes-Electron & Proton
went up 7% to ¥40.0 billion (5,275 units vs. 4,304 units in 2010). Exports of Optical
Microscopes & Parts grew 3% to ¥27.0 billion. However, exports of Spectacle Frames &
Handles fell 3% to ¥14.0 billion.

By area and country, exports to Asia ,which accounted for 65% of the total, rose 7%
to ¥1.4 trillion, with increased exports to China (up 10% to ¥620.0 billion), Hong Kong (up
25% to ¥170.0 billion), and Malaysia (up 19% to ¥92.0 billion). However, exports to the U.S.
and EU declined 4% to ¥260.0 billion and 3% to ¥310.0 billion respectively.

Imports

Imports of Scientific & Optical Instruments fell a slight 1% to ¥1.3 trillion due to an 11%
volume decrease in addition to a 13% price increase.

By product category, imports of Meters-Measuring & Scientific Instruments, which
accounted for 15% of the total, rose 6% to ¥200.0 billion, but imports of Cameras & Parts
dropped 23% to ¥7.0 billion.

By area and country, imports from Asia, which accounted for over 40% of the total,
grew 5% to ¥540.0 billion. Imports from China and Singapore increased 13% to ¥280.0
billion and 46% to ¥40.0 billion respectively. However, imports from South Korea (down
29% 1o ¥34.0 billion) and Thailand (down 9% to ¥52.0 billion) both declined. Imports from
the EU and the U.S. also fell 7% to ¥280.0 billion and 4% to ¥350.0 billion respectively.
