(2) Mexico: Exports down after increasing for two years, imports down for first time in ten years

@ In 2019, Japan's Trade with Mexico fell 8% to ¥1.8 trillion, which accounted for 28% (down 2 percentage
points) of Japan'’s total foreign trade value with Central South America.

@ Exports to Mexico decreased after increasing for two years, dropping 10% to ¥1.2 trillion. Exports of Iron &
Steel Products (down 13% to ¥150.0 billion), exports of Parts of Motor Vehicles (down 10% to ¥190.0 billion),
and exports of Power Generating Machine (down 21% to ¥583.0 billion) went down. In contrast, exports of
Audio & Visual Apparatus went up 4.1 times from a year earlier to ¥13.0 billion.

@ Imports from Mexico decreased for the first time in ten years, falling 6% to ¥650.0 billion. Imports of Petroleum
(down 85% to ¥14.0 billion), imports of Parts of Motor Vehicles (down 27% to ¥41.0 billion), and imports of
Nonferrous Metals (down 63% to ¥7.5 billion) went down. In contrast, imports of Telephony, Telegraphy (up
31% to ¥60.0 billion) and Motor Vehicles imports (up 45% to ¥32.0 billion) went up.

@ In 2019, Japan's balance of trade surplus with Mexico narrowed for the second consecutive year, declining
13% to ¥510.0 billion.

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6. Russia: Both exports and imports down after increasing for two years

@ In 2019, Japan's trade with Russia declined after increasing for two years, falling 7% to ¥2.3 trilion, which
accounted for 2% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan’s total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to Russia went down after increasing for two years, falling 3% to ¥780.0 billion. Motor Vehicles
exports (down 6% to ¥340.0 billion), Iron & Steel Products exports (down 35% to ¥6.0 billion), and exports
of Parts of Motor Vehicles (down 3% to ¥91.0 billion) went down. In contrast, exports of Power Generating
Machine (up 35% to ¥37.0 billion) went up.

@ Imports from Russia decreased after increasing for two years, falling 9% to ¥1.6 trillion. Imports of Petroleum
Products (down 51% to ¥66.0 billion), imports of Nonferrous Metals (down 15% to ¥220.0 billion), and imports
of LNG (down 6% to ¥340.0 billion) went down.

@ n 2019, Japan's balance of trade deficit with Russia narrowed after increasing for two years, dropping 15% to

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7. Middle East: Exports down after increasing for one year, imports down after increasing for two years

@ In 2019, Japan's total trade with Middle East decreased after increasing for two years, falling 12% to ¥11.2
trillion, which accounted for 7% (down 1 percentage point from a year earlier) of Japan's total foreign trade
value.

@ Exports to Middle East went down after increasing for one year, falling 3% to ¥2.4 trillion. Exports to UAE
(Motor Vehicles), which accounted for over 30% of the total, dropped 10% to ¥780.0 billion. Exports to Iran
(Motor Vehicles) (down 91% to ¥7.2 billion) and Israel (Semicon Machinery etc.) (down 24% to ¥180.0 billion)
decreased. In contrast, exports to Saudi Arabia (Motor Vehicles), which accounted for over 20% of the total,
increased 23% to ¥560.0 billion.

@ Imports from Middle East went down after increasing for two years, falling 15% to ¥8.9 trillion. Imports from
Saudi Arabia (Petroleum) declined 19% to ¥3.0 trillion and imports from Iran (Petroleum) dropped 67% to
¥130.0 billion. Imports from Qatar (Petroleum Products) decreased 13% to ¥1.4 trillion.

@ n 2019, Japan's Balance of Trade deficit with Middle East narrowed after increasing for two years, decreasing
18% to ¥6.5 trillion.

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8. Africa: Exports up for third consecutive year, imports down after growing for two years

@ In 2019, Japan's trade with Africa increased for the third consecutive year, growing 1% to ¥1.9 trillion, which
accounted for 1% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan's total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to Africa increased for the third consecutive year, growing 9% to ¥980.0 billion. Exports to Liberia
(Ships) (up 73% to ¥220.0 billion), Algeria (Iron & Steel Products) (up 89% to ¥26.0 billion), and Madagascar
(Motor Vehicles) (five times from a year earlier to ¥8.6 billion) went up. In contrast, exports to South Africa (Motor
Vehicles), which accounted for nearly 30% of the total, went down for the second consecutive year, falling 5%
to ¥260.0 billion.

@ Imports from Africa decreased after increasing for two years, falling 7% to ¥920.0 billion. Imports from Nigeria
(LNG) dropped 45% to ¥56.0 billion. Imports from Angola (Petroleum) declined 82% to ¥6.8 billion. Imports
from South Africa (Motor Vehicles), which accounted for over 60% of the total, went down 2% to ¥560.0
billion. In contrast, imports from Algeria (Petroleum) rose 91% to ¥41.0 billion.

@ n 2019, Japan's balance of trade with Africa turned to a surplus (¥66.0 billion) after running a deficit for two
years.
