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7. Middle East: Both exports and imports down for second consecutive year

@ In 2020, Japan's total trade with Middle East decreased for the second consecutive year, faling 34% to ¥7.4
trillion, which accounted for 5% (down 2 percentage point from a year earlier) of Japan's total foreign trade
value.

@ Exports to Middle East decreased for the second consecutive year, falling 23% to ¥1.8 trillion. Exports to UAE
(Motor Vehicles), which accounted for over 30% of the total, dropped 24% to ¥590.0 billion. Exports to Saudi
Arabia (Motor Vehicles) decreased 19% to ¥450.0 billion. Exports to Oman (Motor Vehicles) also went down
40% to ¥140.0 billion.

@ Imports from Middle East decreased for the second consecutive year, falling 37% to ¥5.6 trillion. Imports from
UAE (Petroleum) went down 39% to ¥1.7 trillion. Imports from Saudi Arabia (Petroleum) declined 35% to ¥2.0
trillion. Imports from Qatar (Petroleum) dropped 32% to ¥980.0 billion.

@ In 2020, Japan's Balance of Trade deficit with Middle East narrowed for the second consecutive year, falling
42% to ¥3.7 trillion.

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8. Africa: Exports down after increasing for three years, imports flat

@ In 2020, Japan's trade with Africa turned to decrease after increasing for three years, falling 7% to ¥1.8 trillion,
which accounted for 1% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan's total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to Africa decreased after increasing for three years, falling 14% to ¥850.0 billion. Exports to South
Africa (Motor Vehicles) (down 32% to ¥180.0 billion), Kenya (Motor Vehicles) (down 18 % to ¥77.0 billion), and
Nigeria (Pump & Centrifuges) (down 29% to ¥31.0 billion) dropped.

@ Imports from Africa were flat from a year earlier at ¥920.0 billion. Imports from South Africa (Nonferrous
Metals), which accounted for around 65% of the total, went up 10% to ¥610.0 billion. Imports from Egypt
(Petroleum Products ) increased 2.2 times from a year earlier to ¥33.0 billion. Imports from Nigeria (LNG) rose
32% to ¥73.0 billion. In contrast, imports from Mozambique (Coal) declined 74% to ¥6.1 billion.

@ In 2020, Japan's balance of trade with Africa turned to a deficit (¥74.0 billion) after running a surplus for one
year.
