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—Introduction—

A plague broke out at the yearend in 2019. It was
named COVID-19 and spread around slowing down
trade, manufacturing, and flow of people and products
abruptly in every region. As a consequence, global
economy has largely stagnated.

A conflict of interest between China and the USA and
some other countries also became conspicuous. Certain
subjects that not only go against economic rationality
but were not even thought about a few years ago, came
to be discussed such as economic security, bottleneck
problems of value chains and strategic items, and
domestic manufacturing.

At the same time, energy prices keep rising. In
addition to the unanticipated Russian invasion of
Ukraine, one of the causes can be a declined investment
in developing energy resources due to decarbonization
movements. In any case, rising prices of natural
resources including for energy production are creating
downward pressure on household as well as global
economy.

Nonetheless, these factors don’t necessarily hinder
trade and economic growth for long. “FY2022 Outlook
for Japan’s Trade Balance and Current Account” is listed
as #14 in the Data Chapter of this booklet. The Outlook
has been issued every year since 1974. The members
of the Trade Outlook Working Group' under the Trade
Trend Research Committee of the Japan Foreign Trade
Council, Inc. conducted internal as well as external
hearing surveys. The predicted figures by commodity
based on these surveys were adjusted with macro
analyses for the Outlook. (The Outlook is as of Dec. 2™,
2021.)

According to the Outlook, customs-cleared exports
are expected to be ¥83.9 trillion in FY2021 and
¥86.0 trillion in FY2022. Customs-cleared imports are
expected to be ¥87.1 trillion in FY2021 and ¥87.9 trillion
in FY2022. They are all higher than before COVID-19
levels. Especially in FY2022, both exports and imports
are expected to be the highest on record. Also the
current accounts are projected to be surpluses of ¥16.3
trillion in FY2021 and ¥19.4 trillion in FY2022. They are
high enough after compensating for trade deficits, even
though they may not be as high as in 2007, just before
Great Recession, and not be over the twenty trillion-yen
level before the COVID-19 pandemic.

Our social and economic activities are gravely
restricted by the pandemic and its serious impacts
are on us at every level from many industries to each
individual. Every day we hear COVID-19 related dire
news. However, as of the quarter ending in March 2021,

than previous year’s profit was more than FY2020.
Growth of exports and imports means that value chains
are functioning despite various negative impacts and
concerns.

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What are Trade Statistics of Japan?

Trade Statistics of Japan are the information on exports
from Japan to foreign countries and imports to Japan from
foreign countries based on the customs declaration required
and submitted to the customs for clearance in accordance
with Japan’'s Customs Law (for this reason, it is also called
Customs Statistics) and are periodically issued by the
Ministry of Finance. There are three types of foreign trade
related statistics: (1) Trade Statistics, (2) Other Trade Related
Statistics*, and (3) Statistics on Arrival of Aircraft & Entrance
of Vessels. In general, statistics on trade refers only to the
type (1).

Trade Statistics do not include the following: low-value (less
than 200,000 yen) exports/imports, travelers’ belongings,
smuggled items, gifts of no commercial value, goods under
temporary admission procedure (released temporarily
for trade fairs, exhibitions, etc. or shipping containers for
repetitive uses). Exports are booked on FOB (free on board)
basis, which means freight and insurance etc. are not
included, and imports are booked on CIF (cost, insurance
and freight) basis, which means freight and insurance etc.
are included.

Among Trade Statistics, export/import value for the first
10 days and the first 20 days of the month are also issued
enabling people in trade business to capture trends before
the end of the month. Preliminary reports of the month are
quickly issued around 20th of the following month. These
reports also provide information by commodity, by area or
country, and trade indices and make it possible to capture
export/import trends and analyze in detail.

Preliminary reports on export/import values of the previous
month by major commodities and by trade partners are
released by the Ministry of Finance as well as regional
customs around 20th of the month. The Ministry of Finance
also releases the Japan's total trade value for the previous
month, for the first 10 days (released in the period between
21st and the end of the month), and for first 20 days (released
within the first 10 days the following month). Published
Trade Statistics are available online. Statistics by regional
customs are also available in addition to aggregated national
data. Each customs’ web site also provides trade related
information as well as seasonable topics to raise more
awareness of Trade Statistics.

*Other Trade Related Statistics include the following: Statistics on Gold
Coins and Monetary Gold, Statistics on Equipment and Consuming
Goods Loaded on Ships/Aircraft Engaged in External Trade, and
Statistics on Goods in Transit.
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n Overview of Trade

1. Exports: Sharp rise of exports after declining for two years, second
highest on record reflecting recovery of global economy

@ In 2021, Japan's exports increased after declining for two years, rising 21% to ¥83.1 trillion. On a volume
basis, exports went up 12.1% after going down for two years. By commodity category, Iron & Steel Products
(Thailand, Korea, China), Motor Vehicles (Australia, USA, Russia), and Semicon Machinery etc. (China, Taiwan,
Korea) increased reflecting the recovery of global economy from the impact of COVID-19 pandemic.

@ By area, exports to Asia went up 23% to ¥48.2 trillion. By country, exports to China (up 19% to ¥18.0 trillion)
surpassed exports to USA (up 18% to ¥14.8 trillion) and China became Japan's largest export partner for the
second consecutive year.

@ In 2021, the percentage of yen-denominated exports was 38% (flat from a year earlier).

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2. Imports: Imports up after declining for two years, second highest on
record reflecting skyrocketing prices of energy and natural resources

@ In 2021, Japan's imports increased after declining for two years, going up 24% to ¥84.6 trillion. On a volume
basis, imports went up after falling for two years, growing 5.0%. By commodity category, imports of Petroleum
(UAE, Saudi Arabia, Kuwait), Nonferrous Metals (South Africa, China, Korea), and LNG (Liquid Natural Gas)
(Australia, USA, Russia) increased reflecting rising prices of energy and natural resources.

@ By country, imports from China, Japan's largest import partner, increased after decreasing for two years,
growing 16% to ¥20.4 trillion.

@ Mineral Fuels imports accounted for 20% (up 3 percentage points from a year earlier) of Japan's imports as
the price of crude oil (CIF) went up after declining for two years (up 47% to $70/barrel). The ratio of product
imports was 63% (down 4 percentage points).

@ The percentage of yen-denominated imports in 2021 was 25% (down 2 percentage points from a year earlier).

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3. Total Trade Value and Trade Balance (Customs-cleared Basis): Deficit after
surplus for one year, Total Trade Value of ¥167.7 trillion is the highest on record

@ In 2021, Japan's trade balance (Customs-cleared Basis) was a deficit of ¥1.5 trillion after posting a surplus
for one year. By area, Japan posted the largest deficit with Middle East (up 71% to ¥6.4 trillion). By country,
Japan posted the largest deficit with Australia (up 59% to ¥4.0 trillion). In contrast, by area, Japan posted the
largest surplus with Asia (up 57% to ¥7.1 trillion). By country, Japan posted the largest surplus with USA (up
15% to ¥5.9 trillion).

@ In 2021, Japan's total trade value (total of imports plus exports) increased after declining for two years, rising
23% to ¥167.7 trilion. By area, trade went up with all areas. Trade with Asia grew 21% to ¥89.2 trillion, trade
with North America rose 19% to ¥26.1 trillion, trade with EU increased 20% to ¥17.1 trillion, trade with Middle
East went up 43% to ¥10.5 trillion, and trade with Oceania grew 42% to ¥8.6 trillion.

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4. Foreign Exchange and Trade Index Fluctuations

(1) Foreign Exchange: Ongoing yen'’s depreciation after appreciation for three years

@ The average yen-dollar exchange rate for the year as a whole was ¥110 (up 3% from the previous year). On
an annual basis, the yen depreciated against the U.S. dollar after appreciation of the yen for three years. The
yen depreciated from ¥108 in the beginning of 2021 to ¥115 at the end of 2021.

(2) Export Indices: Export value up after declining for two years reflecting increased unit value and
volume

@ The export volume index was positive (+12.1%) after being negative for two years with a backdrop of the
impact of COVID-19. By quarter, the export volume index became positive in the first quarter in 2021 after
being negative for straight ten quarters and remained positive for the subsequent three quarters.

@ The export unit value index was positive (+8.4%) for the second consecutive year. By quarter, the export unit
value remained positive for straight six quarters since the third quarter in 2020.

@ The export value increased after decreasing for two years, rising 21.5% reflecting the increased volume and
unit value.

(3) Import Indices: Import value up after declining for two years reflecting rising unit value

@ The import volume index was positive (+5.0%) after being negative for two years. By quarter, import volume
index became positive in the first quarter in 2021 and remained positive for the subsequent three quarters.

@ The import unit value index was positive (+18.2%) after being negative for two years reflecting the rising crude
oil prices. By quarter, the import unit value index became positive in the second quarter in 2021 and remained
positive for the subsequent two quarters.

@ Import value rose after declining for two years, going up 24.3% reflecting the increase of unit value.

1. Asia: Balance of trade surplus of ¥7.1 trillion, Total Trade Value of ¥89.2 trillion is the highest ever

@ n 2021, Japan's trade with Asia went up after declining for two years, growing 21% to ¥89.2 trillion, which
broke the highest record and accounted for 53% (down 1 percentage point from a year earlier) of Japan's total
foreign trade value.

@ Exports to Asia increased after declining for two years, going up 23% to ¥48.2 trillion. Exports to China (Semicon
Machinery etc.) went up 19% to ¥18.0 trillion. Exports to Taiwan (Semiconductors etc.) increased 26% to ¥6.0
trillion. Exports to Korea (Iron & Steel Products) increased 21% to ¥5.8 trillion.

@ Imports from Asia increased after declining for two years, going up 18% to ¥41.0 trilion. Imports from China
(Telephony, Telegraphy) went up 16% to ¥20.4 trillion. Imports from Taiwan (Semiconductors etc.) increased
29% to ¥3.7 trillion. Imports from Korea (Petroleum Products) grew 24% to ¥3.5 trillion.

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(1) China: Exports up for second consecutive year, imports up after decreasing for two years, both
exports and imports are the highest ever

@ In 2021, Japan's trade with China went up after declining for two years, increasing 18% to ¥38.3 trillion, which
broke the highest record and accounted for 23% (down 1 percentage point) of Japan's total foreign trade
value.

@ Exports to China increased for the second consecutive year, growing 19% to ¥18.0 trillion, which broke the
highest record. Exports of Semicon Machinery etc. (up 36% to ¥1.3 trillion), Plastic Materials (up 23% to ¥1.1
trillion), and Raw Materials (up 68% to ¥400.0 billion) went up.

@ Imports from China increased after declining for two years, going up 16% to ¥20.4 trillion, which broke the
highest record. Imports of Telephony, Telegraphy (up 24% to ¥2.4 trillion), Organic Chemicals (up 41% to
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¥460.0 billion), and Manufactures of Metals (up 19% to ¥730.0 billion) went up. In contrast, Textile Yarn,

Fabrics exports went down 30% to ¥590.0 billion.

(2) Korea: Exports up for the first time in four years and imports up after decreasing for two years

@ n 2021, Japan's trade with Korea went up after declining for two years, increasing 22% to ¥9.3 trillion, which
accounted for 6% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan's total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to Korea grew after declining for three years, increasing 21% to ¥5.8 trillion. Exports of Iron & Steel
Products (up 55% to ¥500.0 billion), Raw Materials (up 69% to ¥260.0 billion), and Semicon Machinery etc. (up
21% to ¥590.0 billion) went up.

@ Imports from Korea grew after declining for two years, increasing 24% to ¥3.5 trillion. Imports of Petroleum
Products (up 69% to ¥530.0 billion), Semiconductors etc. (up 77% to ¥240.0 billion), and Iron & Steel
Products (up 34% to ¥350.0 billion) went up.

@ In 2021, Japan's balance of trade surplus with Korea increased for the second consecutive year, growing 17%
to ¥2.2 trillion.

@ In 2021, Japan's trade with Taiwan increased after declining for two years, growing 27% to ¥9.7 trillion, which
accounted for 6% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan’s total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to Taiwan grew 26% to ¥6.0 trillion, increasing for the fifth consecutive year. Exports of Semiconductor
etc. (up 28% to ¥1.0 trillion), Semicon Machinery etc. (up 35% to ¥700.0 billion), and Iron & Steel Products (up
43% to ¥240.0 billion) went up.

@ Imports from Taiwan increased after declining for two years, growing 29% to ¥83.7 trillion. Imports of
Semiconductor etc. (up 35% to ¥1.6 trillion), imports of Iron & Steel Products (up 36% to ¥98.0 billion), and
imports of Ore of Nonferrous (up 47% to ¥71.0 billion) went up.

@ n 2021, Japan's balance of trade surplus with Taiwan increased for the third consecutive years, growing 22%
to ¥2.3 trillion.

(4) ASEAN: Both exports and imports up after declining for two years, imports is the highest ever

@ In 2021, Japan's trade with ASEAN went up after declining for two years, increasing 21% to ¥24.9 trillion,
which accounted for 15% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan's total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to ASEAN increased after declining for two years, growing 27% to ¥12.5 trillion. Exports to Thailand
(Iron & Steel Products) (up 33% to ¥3.6 trillion), exports to Indonesia (Iron & Steel Products) (up 49% to ¥1.5
trillion), and exports to Malaysia (Semiconductor etc.) (up 28% to ¥1.7 trillion) went up. Exports to ASEAN

countries except Myanmar and Laos all increased.

@ Imports from ASEAN increased after declining for two years, growing 16% to ¥12.4 trillion, which broke the
highest record. Imports from Indonesia (Ore of Nonferrous)(up 30% to ¥2.1 trillion), imports from Malaysia (LNG)
(up 27% to ¥2.2 trillion), and imports from Thailand (Motor Vehicles)(up 14% to ¥2.9 trillion) increased.

@ n 2021, Japan's balance of trade with ASEAN turned to a surplus (¥30.0 billion) after running a deficit for two

@ In 2021, Japan's trade with Thailand went up after declining for two years, increasing 24% to ¥6.5 trillion,
which accounted for 4% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan’s total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to Thailand increased after declining for two years, growing 33% to ¥3.6 trillion, which broke the
highest record. Iron & Steel Products exports (up 94% to ¥570.0 billion), exports of Nonferrous Metals (up
57% to ¥200.0 billion), and exports of Parts of Motor Vehicles (up 26% to ¥270.0 billion) went up.

@ Imports from Thailand increased after declining for two years, growing 14% to ¥2.9 trillion, which broke the
highest record. Imports of Motor Vehicles (up 25% to ¥130.0 billion), imports of Semiconductor etc. (up 29%
to ¥100.0 billion), and imports of Manufactures of Metals (up 28% to ¥100.0 billion) went up. In contrast,
Telephony, Telegraphy imports decreased 19% to ¥150.0 billion.

@ In 2021, Japan's balance of trade surplus with Thailand increased (4.0 times from a year earlier to ¥740.0
billion) after decreasing for two years.

@ n 2021, Japan's trade with Indonesia went up after declining for two years, increasing 37% to ¥3.6 trillion,
which accounted for 2% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan’s total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to Indonesia increased after declining for two years, growing 49% to ¥1.5 trilion. Exports of Iron &
Steel Products (up 74% to ¥210.0 billion), Parts of Motor Vehicles exports (2.0 times from a year earlier to
¥160.0 billion), and Nonferrous Metals exports (up 73% to ¥68.0 billion) went up.

@ Imports from Indonesia increased after declining for two years, growing 30% to ¥2.1 trillion. Imports of Ore of
Nonferrous (up 89% to ¥290.0 billion), Coal imports (up 39% to ¥320.0 billion), and Nonferrous Metals imports
(2.6 times from a year earlier to ¥47.0 billion) went up.

@ In 2021, Japan's balance of trade deficit with Indonesia increased for the second consecutive year, rising 1%
to ¥680.0 billion.

@ In 2021, Japan's trade with Other Asian Areas & Countries, which is made up of 12 areas and countries excluding China,
Asian NIEs (4 areas and countries), and ASEAN (10 countries) out of 26 areas and countries in Asia, increased after declining
for two years, growing 43% to ¥3.0 trillion, which broke the highest record and accounted for 3% (up 1 percentage point) of
Japan'’s total trade with Asia.

*Singapore is included in both Asian NIEs and ASEAN.

@ Exports to Other Asian Areas & Countries increased after declining for two years, growing 50% to ¥2.1 trillion, which broke
the highest record and accounted for 4% (up 1 percentage point) of Japan's total exports to Asia. Exports to India (Iron
& Steel Products), which accounted for nearly 70% of the total exports to Other Asian Areas & Countries, increased after
decreasing for two years, rising 45% to ¥1.4 trillion, which broke the highest record. Exports to Pakistan (Motor Vehicles)(2.0
times from a year earlier to ¥250.0 billion) and Bangladesh (Power Generating Machine)(up 61% to ¥260.0 billion) went up.

@ Imports from Other Asian Areas & Countries increased after declining for two years, rising 30% to ¥910.0 billion, which
accounted for 2% (flat from a year earlier) of Japan's total imports from Asia. Imports from India (Telephony, Telegraphy)
which accounted for around 75% of the total imports from Other Asian Areas & Countries, went up after decreasing for
two years, growing 34% to ¥670.0 billion. Imports from Bangladesh (Clothing & Accessories) increased 13% to ¥160.0
billion and imports from East Timor (LPG) rose 3.8 times from a year earlier to ¥7.3 billion.

@ In 2021, Japan's balance of trade surplus with Other Asian Areas & Countries increased 72% to ¥1.2 trillion after
decreasmg for two years, which became the largest surplus on record.

@ In 2021, Japan's trade with USA increased after declining for two years, growing 18% to ¥23.7 trillion, which
accounted for 14% (down 1 percentage point) of Japan's total foreign trade value.

@ Exports to USA increased after declining for two years, growing 18% to ¥14.8 trillion. On a volume basis,
exports to USA turned to an increase after decreasing for two years, rising 10.2%.

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FY2022 Outlook for Japan's Trade Balance and Current Account

Overview

1. Outlook for Trade by Commodity (Customs-cleared Basis)

@ FY2021: With the global economic recovery from the COVID-19 pandemic, both imports and
exports will greatly increase, but rising prices of resources and raw materials will lead to a trade
deficit.

Total exports are forecast to increase by 20.7% to 83,895 billion yen from FY2020. This consists of a
12.0% increase in export volume and a 7.8% increase in export value. With global economic
normalization following the pandemic, the export volume will increase in a wide range of commaodities.

Total imports are forecast to increase by 27.4% to 87,067 billion yen from FY2020. This consists of a
6.1% increase in import volume and a 20.0% increase in import value. Against the backdrop of rising
prices for resources and raw materials, imports of Mineral Fuels will increase by 80% from FY2020,
driving up total imports.

As a result, the trade balance is forecast to be a deficit of 3,173 billion yen.

@ FY2022: Exports and imports will remain strong and the deficit will shrink with the fall in prices
of resources and raw materials.

Total exports are forecast to increase by 2.5% to 85,984 billion yen from FY2021. This consists of a
2.3% increase in export volume and a 0.2% increase in export value. Exports of Transport Equipment,
Machinery, and Electrical Machinery, etc., which increased greatly in FY2021, will increase steadily.

Total imports are forecast to increase by 0.9% to 87,852 billion yen from FY2021. This consists of a
2.6% increase in import volume and a 1.6% decrease in import value. With the fall in prices of crude oil,
coal, and iron ore, etc., imports of Mineral Fuels and Raw Materials will decrease from FY2021.

The trade balance is forecast to be a deficit of 1,868 billion yen, a deficit for the second consecutive
year, but significantly lower than in FY2021.

2. Outlook for the Current Account
@ FY2021: The trade surplus will decrease, consumption by foreign visitors to Japan will
decrease, and the current account surplus will shrink significantly

The current account surplus will shrink to 16,252 billion yen. Due to the increase in imports exceeding
exports, the trade balance surplus will decrease greatly from 3,902 billion yen in FY2020 to 428 billion
yen. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, consumption by foreign visitors to Japan ("inbound consumption")
has remained sluggish and the services balance deficit will increase from 3,664 billion yen in FY2020 to
3,840 billion yen. In response to the improvement of investment income with the global economic
recovery, the surplus in the primary income balance will increase from 20,772 billion yen in FY2020 to
22,215 billion yen.

@ FY2022: The trade surplus will expand and the current account balance surplus will recover to
close to the FY2019 level.

The current account balance surplus is forecast to expand to 19,393 billion yen, recovering to the
close to the level of FY2019. Due to the increase in exports exceeding imports, the trade balance
surplus will increase from 428 billion yen in FY2021 to 1,743 billion yen. With the steady recovery of
inbound demand, the service balance deficit will shrink from 3,840 billion yen in FY2021 to 2,359 billion
yen. With the increase in dividends and investment income received from overseas due to the strong
global economy, the surplus in the primary income balance will increase from 22,215 billion yen in
FY2021 to 22,352 billion yen.
