2. Mineral Fuels: Exports up after one year of decline and imports up after decreasing for two years

@ Mineral Fuels exports turned to an increase after declining for one year, growing 37% to ¥990.0 billion. Among
these, exports of Petroleum Products (Gas Oil, Kerosene, and Petroleum Spirits) went up 36% to ¥870.0
billion.

@ Mineral Fuels imports went up after decreasing for two years, increasing 50% to ¥16.9 trillion reflecting the
energy price hike, which accounted for 20% of Japan's total imports (up 3 percentage points from a year
earlier). Imports of Petroleum, which accounted for over 40% of the total and is the largest import item of all,
increased 49% to ¥6.9 trillion (down 1% to 140.0 million kiloliters). CIF (cost, insurance, and freight) prices
went up for the first time in three years, growing 47% to $69.5 per barrel. Imports of Petroleum Products
rose 72% to ¥2.1 trillion. Imports of Petroleum Spirits, which accounted for nearly 80% of the total imports of
Petroleum Products, went up 70% to ¥1.7 trillion (up 8% to 34.0 million kiloliters). Imports of LNG (Liquefied
Natural Gas), which accounted for around 25% of the total, increased 33% to ¥4.3 trillion (flat from a year
earlier at 74.0 million tons). Imports of Coal grew 60% to ¥2.7 trillion (up 5% to 180.0 million tons). Among
these, imports of Coking Coal went up 78% to ¥1.6 trillion (up 8% to 110.0 million tons). Imports of LPG
